EXEMPTION FROM ELECTRONIC CLAIMS SUBMISSION REQUIREMENT
As a Medicare Chiropractic Demonstration participant, you are entitled to an exemption from the HIPAA Administrative Simplification Compliance Act Electronic Claims requirement that Covered Entities submit claims transactions electronically. 
In order file your Chiropractic Demonstration claims on paper, you must first obtain a waiver from this requirement by submitting a request to NHIC at the following address:

Please specify that the paper claims you will be submitting are Medicare Chiropractic Demonstration claims and, therefore, eligible for the waiver.
